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Policy briefs 
 
The six policy briefs published in the course of the 
first half of this year have quickly become the 
centerpiece of our activities, meeting with 
considerable interest in Bosnia. The CEIS has quickly 
established itself as a main player in the policy 
discussion in Bosnia, not least thanks to the activities 
of its Sarajevo director, Senda Slatina, whose analysis 
has been quoted by the New York Times, the 
Economist, and other international media. In Bosnia 
itself, all CEIS policy briefs were widely discussed.  
 
Our first policy brief, “Austrian Presidency of the EU 
– Regional Approaches to the Balkans” was based on 
a seminar held in Vienna on 18 November 2005. It 
focused on four policy areas where the application of a 
regional approach could contribute both to the 
stabilization of the Western Balkans and to the 
enhanced effectiveness of the European integration 
process: states and borders; EU instruments and 
methods; economic development; and society and 
culture. 
 
Two other briefs, issued on 26 January and 13 July, 
focused on the agenda of the High Representative, 
highlighting the fact that constitutional change and 
threats to Bosnia’s statehood will require the OHR’s 
undivided attention during the coming difficult 
months.  
 
The policy brief published on 4 May called on the 
international community to re-engage in the process of 
constitutional reform in Bosnia, and on the country’s 
communities to abandon their wartime myths. It also 
suggested that a proper constituent assembly may be 
the best way out of the current impasse. 
 
Other briefs highlighted specific issues, for example 
EU visa restrictions (3 March). CEIS called on the EU 
to get serious about liberalizing its visa regime for the 
countries of the Western Balkans and debunked myths 
that Bosnia provided sanctuary to terrorism suspects 
who might then enter Western Europe once visas are 
easier to obtain. The country is a steadfast ally in the 
fight against terror and is now reviewing all 
naturalizations of foreigners who fought in Bosnia.  
 
The policy brief of 7 April discussed police and 
intelligence reform in Bosnia, underlining the 
necessity to achieve the full transformation of 
Bosnia’s police and intelligence agencies. The CEIS 
sees this as a precondition for the smooth transition of 
international oversight from an intrusive approach 
under OHR leadership to a facilitating and monitoring 

role that will begin with the inauguration of the EUSR 
as the international lead agency in the country.

Articles  
 
While most of the CEIS policy briefs focus on Bosnia, 
articles deal with a broader range of issues and countries. 
 
On 20 February, Senad Slatina analyzed possible 
repercussions of Kosovo’s independence in an article in 
Nazavisne Novine. 
 
A set of articles discussed the European integration 
process. An article by Christophe Solioz published in 
Osservatorio sui Balcani on 4 January called on the EU to 
develop a vision capable to restore a “common world” 
through innovative and adapted strategies that would 
integrate the Western Balkans. In an article published in 
Transitions Online on 8 March, Vedran Dzihic and T.K. 
Vogel reviewed Austria’s EU presidency and the high 
expectations it had raised in the Western Balkans.  
 
Christophe Solioz discussed the prospects for justice in 
the post-Milosevic era in an article in La Tribune de 
Genève of 15 March: the need to further establish the 
facts, notably by arresting and trying Ratko Mladic and 
Radovan Karadzic; to enhance the transfer of ICTY cases 
to national courts; and to establish - as recently suggested 
by Zoran Pajic – a substantial trust fund for victims. On 
23 May Solioz analyzed the victory of the pro-
independence block in Montenegro, the end of 
Montenegro's fractious federation with Serbia, and the 
consequences for Serbia. Against this background, the 
article summarized a recent report presented in the 
European Parliament by Elmar Brok and expressed 
concern about possible alternatives to the promised EU 
integration. The definitive end of Yugoslavia will not end 
with the recognition of Montenegro; pro-active regional 
and innovative EU integration strategies should renew the 
enlargement process. 
 
Linked to the CEIS policy brief on visa issues, Wolfgang 
Petritsch and Jakob Finci had an opinion piece in the 
Wall Street Journal Europe on 21 March, asking the EU 
to relax its rules by starting a “smart visa regime” for 
students, journalists and business persons and 
streamlining the procedures for others.
