Agreement for Peace, brokered in Dayton, until 2009. The  
discussion of the contradictory development of the Bosnian 
national question and the rise of ethno-nationalism is followed 
by the critical assessment of relevant political, socio-economic 
and societal developments.

The volume further systematically examines the ‘hidden weak-
nesses’ of the Dayton Peace Agreement, looks at the reasons 
for the continuous obstructions imposed by ethnopolitics, pre-
sents a convincing explanation for the weak democratisation 
performance of the international community and dissects  
the factors hindering the ‘Europeanisation’ in Bosnia and  
Herzegovina.
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
